While partisan races are not until March, 2020, candidate 
and elected officials fundraisers have begun and itôs good 
to be aware of Texas Federation of Republican Women 
rules, and our own NSRW Bylaws, concerning campaign-
ing for candidates. Our bylaws state: 

 

This organization, its President, and its Campaign Activi-
ties Chairman shall not publicly endorse or work for any 
candidate for public office in contested Republican prima-
ries, runoff elections, and special elections and/or non-
partisan elections when more than one Republican is in 
the race.  
 

Also, individual members of this organization, with the 
exception of the President and Campaign Activities Chair-
man, may work for any candidate of their choice in con-
tested Republican primaries, but may not in the name of 
the organization. 
 

While members can work on campaigns for candidates, 
and are encouraged to do so, they must do it as individuals 
and not in the name of NSRW. So, donôt wear your 
NSRW shirts, pins, nametags etc., to campaign events 
for individual candidates. 
 

Constitutional Amendments 
 

Texas Legislative Council - ñIn 2019, the 86th Texas Leg-
islature passed 10 joint resolutions proposing amendments 
to the state constitution, and these proposed amendments 
will be offered for approval by the voters of Texas on the 
November 5, 2019, election ballotò.  
 
Donôt be uninformed when you cast your ballot in the No-
vember 5 election.  If you have time to read the analyses of 
the propositions by the Texas Legislative Council in a 
complete online version, click here.  If youôd rather have a 
condensed version of the analyses, this is where you want 
to click.
