I often think back to my first voting experi-
ence. | remember taking the ballot and casting
my vote, realizing how powerful that moment
was, knowing that wars had been fought and
blood had been shed so that, at that moment in
time, my vote counted.

My voting journey has taken me across this
great country. From Oregon to South Carolina,
to Florida, through thirty years in California, and
finally to my home here in Montgomery County.
